                           The First Vaccine                                     By Leila Pereira
    Most people don’t like getting ‘needles’, or ‘shots’. They are scary and their painful prick can even make an adult cry. But the vaccine is one of the most important discoveries in the world. For over 220 years, vaccines have protected people from diseases that would kill them. Today, vaccines continue to save millions of lives all around the world.
	In 1796, a man named Edward Jenner made the first smallpox vaccine, and it changed everything. Jenner was a scientist and he learned something very interesting after watching some milkworkers. Those who had caught the cowpox disease from the cows did not catch smallpox later on in life. He thought, “if the body has fought something before, it remembers how to fight it in the future, and the person doesn’t get sick!” So he set out to make the vaccine, a safer way for our bodies to learn how to fight disease. 
To make the vaccine, Jenner used a virus called ‘vaccinia’, which is a poxvirus similar to smallpox, but less harmful. When it was time for vaccination, the needle was dipped in the vaccine solution and used to scratch the skin many times in a few seconds.
